n January 1960, the Manly

Daily newspaper carried an
advertisement which changed the
lives of many women. Housewives
were invited to leave their daily
activities for a while, develop fresh
interests and meet new people by
forming a VIEW Club. The club was
“designed to give the average woman
mental stimulus, outside interests
and social companionship, as well as
raising money for The Smith Family"”

In his report to The Smith Family
Board in1960, Mr George K Forbes,
known as Secretary Smith, said:
“One of the most significant
developments during the past year
has been the establishment of
V.LEW. Clubs; Voice, Interest and
Entertainment of Women!'

Within its first year however,

ithad become apparent that
VIEWwas infact a club based on
informing women who greatly
valued education. At the first
Combined Luncheon, Professor
Harry Messel suggested the change

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from‘Entertainment’to ‘Education;
pointing out that ‘Education through
Entertainment' might be a more
succinct description of activities.

Balgowlah VIEW Club was the

first VIEW club formed. It was
instrumental in getting the VIEW
movement off the ground. The
enthusiastic Balgowlah members'’
activities became the example for
new clubs during those formative
years. The first VIEW newsletter
was also published this year, giving
members another avenue to raise
their voices. The editorials at this
time spoke of the despair of widows
and women wanting to join the
workforce, the lack of adequate
and affordable childcare, and the
prejudices surrounding women
returning to the workforce.

With Day Clubs flourishing, first
mention of forming an Evening Club
was made in May 1962 at the first

VIEW Clubs' Convention. In this year,
The Smith Family made the decision
to allow clubs more autonomy. On

29 May, 15 VIEW District Presidents
met to form the first State Council
and elect the first State President.
Growth continued and by 1965, there
were 80 VIEW Clubs with some
5,000 members.

By 1970 there were 134 clubs

and around 9,000 members. The
movement had expanded to the
Australian Capital Territory (ACT)
and in 1971 the organisation was
renamed “V..EW Clubs of Australia”
During this period, clubs began
putting forward issues for discussion
at Convention. Members were
encouraged to think about issues

of importance to society at large,
emphasising that “this is your forum
in which your voice can be raised
effectively. Let wisdom be your guide
and consider the possible results of
change’

During the 1980s with the member
network firmly established and
women's voices being heard, fun
and friendship became a strong
focus. VIEW's longstanding success

lies inits ability to reinvigorate
itself and remain relevant through
changing times. While many of the
early activities were designed to
bring women together, around this
time activities evolved toreflect the
modern member.

By 1990 VIEW had formed a strong
presence outside New South Wales
(NSW), with clubs in Queensland,
Victoria, South Australia and the
ACT. The first annual convention held
outside of Sydney was in Canberra
in1996. This decade also saw The
Smith Family move from welfare
towards education to help break the
cycle of disadvantage.

For many VIEW members this was
anunsettling time. The shift in The
Smith Family's focus meant changes
to the way VIEW could offer their
support. Previously members
assisted by collecting and sorting
clothes and blankets, and delivering
food hampers and toys, particularly
at Christmas time, to families in
need. Members were informed of

the difference that could be made

by sponsoring disadvantaged
children through The Smith Family's
Learning for Life suite of educational
programs.

Celebrating 40 years in 2000, 19
original VIEW clubs were still active
and 31 inaugural members were

still attending meetings regularly.
The Smith Family made Learning
for Life sponsorships available to
clubs for the first time to mark the
milestone and fundraising activities
took centre stage as members
worked hard to raise the funds to
sponsor students. In this decade,
Volunteering NSW recognised
VIEW's continued commitment to
the community and dedication of
members to helping others, awarding
The Smith Family and VIEW a
‘Volunteer Medal of Distinction!

For VIEW's 50th Anniversary in 2010,
the organisation went through a
transformation with a fresh new look
and logo. The circle of friendship
emblem was chosen to symbolise

VIEW. The points and curves are
representative of a circle of women,
supporting each other and building
their community in a sharing and
giving way. Inspired by the colours
used by the women's movement, the
purple signifies dignity and self-
respect, whilst the green signifies
hope and new life. For the first time,
our visual identity communicated
what VIEW stands for - the Voice,
the Interests and the Education of
Women.

As we celebrate 60 years of Strength
and Support, VIEW continues to
build on the same foundations of
connecting with and supporting
others in community and making a
difference to the lives of Australian
children and young people in need.
